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A RESOLUTION congratulating the leaders and citizens of the Louisville/Jefferson County Metro Government.

WHEREAS, after attempts of merger spanning several decades, the citizens of the City of Louisville and Jefferson County voted in November of 2000 to consolidate the two governments; and

WHEREAS, on January 6, 2003, the City of Louisville and Jefferson County consolidated, and the new Louisville/Jefferson County Metro Government reclaimed the status of largest city in the Commonwealth of Kentucky, becoming the 16th largest city in the entire United States of America with a population of 693,604 residents; and

WHEREAS, this consolidation was the first consolidation of a major metropolitan area in three decades; and

WHEREAS, the citizens of the Louisville/Jefferson County Metro Government are to be congratulated on their foresight and commitment for recognizing the needs of consolidation as well as the benefits gained from consolidation, and for the dedication required to bring all parties together to achieve the goal of consolidation that will, in turn, bring forth the fruits of prosperity; and

WHEREAS, the newly elected leaders of the new Louisville/Jefferson County Metro Government are to be congratulated for their civic-mindedness and commitment to seeking and assuming the responsibilities of administering a new form of government that will undoubtedly require many solutions to problems which have not been realized as of yet;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate does hereby extend its best wishes to the newly elected leaders of the Louisville/Jefferson County Metro Government, for their tenure will be filled with many questions and problems, but it is with the hope that the course of answering the questions and solving the problems will prove to be rewarding both personally and civically.
