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A RESOLUTION memorializing Louis Baxter Strong.

WHEREAS, the choice and subsequent dedication of one's career to serving the citizens of a state and a nation is a noble choice made by few persons; and

WHEREAS, Louis Baxter Strong made such a choice both in active defense of our nation serving in the United States Navy in World War II, and in his later association with rural electric cooperatives; and

WHEREAS, Louis Baxter Strong served as president of the National Rural Electric Cooperative Association a total of three times, his first term beginning in 1970; and

WHEREAS, Louis Baxter Strong served on the board of directors of the National Rural Electric Cooperative Association for no less than 20 years; and

WHEREAS, Louis Baxter Strong was instrumental in the passage of Kentucky's Territorial Integrity Act, a measure designed to reduce territorial disputes for customer service on the part of utilities; and

WHEREAS, Louis Baxter Strong was instrumental in the formation of the Cooperative Finance Corporation, an entity dedicated to providing financing for electric cooperatives; and

WHEREAS, these milestones of Louis Baxter Strong's career prove his dedication to serving the needs of the citizens of the Commonwealth, as well as countless others living outside of the Commonwealth affected by his tireless labors; and

WHEREAS, Louis Baxter Strong died on December 31, 2002;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate does hereby honor and memorialize Louis Baxter Strong for his exemplary leadership in the field of rural electric cooperatives, leadership which led to the provision of electricity to thousands of citizens of the Commonwealth.

Section 2.   The Senate does hereby extend its sincerest condolences to the family of Louis Baxter Strong, namely, his wife, Eileen Strong, his son, Stan Strong, and his daughter, Sherleen Sisney, for their loss.
