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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in loving memory and honor of George L. Utley.

With deepest respect and admiration, we pay homage and tribute to George L. Utley, and we pause in silent reverence for his soul.

WHEREAS, George L. Utley, a native of Henderson County, Kentucky, traversed these earthly bounds on March 7, 2003; and

WHEREAS, George L. Utley was the devoted husband of 50 years to Evelyn Utley; he was the loving brother of Donald Utley of Paducah, and he was the caring uncle of several nieces and nephews; and

WHEREAS, George L. Utley graduated from Eastern Kentucky University, after which time he did graduate work at Indiana University; and

WHEREAS, George L. Utley was an esteemed member of the Evansville, Indiana, community where he was instrumental in developing Ivy Tech State College in 1968, and because of his early leadership and guidance, enrollment has now grown to 5,500 students; he retired from Ivy Tech State College in 1979, and the college awarded him the prestigious Distinguished Service Award in 1988; and 

WHEREAS, George L. Utley was an active and involved citizen; he served on the first board of directors of the Visiting Nurse Association, and he served on the board of directors of the Red Cross, where he also volunteered during many national disasters; he had been an active member of Hadi Temple Drum and Bugle Corps; he was captain of Hadi Hospital Staff, where he also transported crippled children for treatment; and he was a past member of the Masonic Lodge in Henderson; and

WHEREAS, the passing of George L. Utley has left a void that cannot be filled, and he is mourned across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate does hereby express its profound sense of sorrow upon the passing of George L. Utley, and extends to his family and many friends its most heartfelt sympathy.

Section 2.   When the Senate adjourns this day, it does so in loving memory and honor of George L. Utley.
