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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in loving memory and honor of Clarence H. Bates.

With deepest respect and admiration, we pay homage and tribute to Clarence H. Bates, and we pause in silent reverence for his soul.

WHEREAS, Clarence H. Bates was born on December 2, 1920, a native of Wayne County, Kentucky, and he traversed these earthly bounds on March 10, 2003; and

WHEREAS, Clarence H. Bates was the loving son of the late Ruben Bates and Lila Upchurch Bates; he was the devoted husband of Reba Ramsey Bates; he was the adored father of a daughter, Connie Bates of Monticello, and two sons, Dr. Ron Bates of Florence, and Louie Bates of Wilder; and he was the proud grandfather of six grandchildren and five great-grandchildren; and he also leaves behind two loving brothers, Paul Bates and Cicero Bates, both of Monticello; and

WHEREAS, Clarence H. Bates served his country with pride in the United States Merchant Marines during World War II; and

WHEREAS, Clarence H. Bates attended Eastern Kentucky University and continued his education at Western Kentucky University where he majored in health and physical education and history and political science, after which time he taught in the Wayne County School system at the Duncan Valley School from 1941-42 before leaving to serve his country in the United States Merchant Marines; he returned to teaching in Wayne County in 1947 at the Old Glory School for two years, and at Wayne County High School for eight years; he was employed by the Kentucky Department of Education for ten years; and he was hired in 1967 as superintendent of Wayne County Schools, where he continued until his retirement in 1990; and

WHEREAS, Clarence H. Bates was an esteemed member of the Wayne County community, and he served his constituents from the 83rd representative district with honor and distinction in the Kentucky General Assembly from 1956-57; and

WHEREAS, the passing of Clarence H. Bates has left a void that cannot be filled, and he is mourned across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
