WHEREAS, Jerry Ravenscraft was a standout athlete in basketball, baseball, and football for Rowan County High School in Morehead; and

WHEREAS, Jerry Ravenscraft led the state in scoring in 1973, with a 32.9 points-per-game average, and was named to the All-State team in 1973 and 1974; and

WHEREAS, Jerry Ravenscraft was also a standout baseball player, who as a pitcher helped the lead the Vikings to a runner-up finish in the State Baseball championship in 1971; and

WHEREAS, Jerry Ravenscraft also played football for Rowan County and was a member of the Vikings' undefeated 11-0 team in 1972; and

WHEREAS, Jerry Ravenscraft's exploits on the interscholastic playing fields earned him induction into the Dawhares/KHSAA Hall of Fame on March 18, 2003; and

WHEREAS, as one of 286 inductees into the Hall of Fame, Jerry Ravenscraft joins a select group of Kentuckians who have left an enduring mark on interscholastic athletics; 

NOW, THEREFORE,
