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A RESOLUTION honoring the Lexington Henry Clay Blue Devils, 2003 KHSAA 11th Region Boys Basketball Champions.

WHEREAS, Lexington Henry Clay High School is one of the most storied programs in the history of Kentucky high school basketball, winning a record-tying six state championships, most recently in 1983; and

WHEREAS, the Blue Devils have had little recent success, missing the state tournament for the last 15 years; and

WHEREAS, this year's Henry Clay team, shocked by a devastating 26 point loss at the hands of cross-town rival Tates Creek, regrouped admirably, winning 20 of their final 22 games and reaching the state tournament for the 25th time in school history; and

WHEREAS, the Blue Devils reached the semifinals of the Sweet Sixteen tournament, ending the season with a record of 28 wins against only five losses; and

WHEREAS, the accomplishments of this year's Blue Devils were truly a team effort with seven players averaging between 7 and 15 points per game; and

WHEREAS, Henry Clay was led this season by head coach Kirk Chiles, a 1967 graduate of the school who, with 535 victories overall and two Sweet Sixteen appearances with other schools, is one of the winningest coaches in Kentucky high school basketball history;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

The members of this body, both individually and collectively, do commend the Lexington Henry Clay High School Blue Devils, coach Kirk Chiles, the assistant coaches and support staff, and principal Robert Bell on their outstanding basketball season, and wish the team and all its members great success in the future.
