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A RESOLUTION condemning Russia for the sale of Night Vision glasses, GPS jamming devices, and other military equipment that put members of the United States and Allied forces in harm's way.

WHEREAS, President George W. Bush as Commander-in-Chief has shown leadership in defending the security of the United States and the world by deploying members of the United States Armed Forces to Iraq; and 

WHEREAS, the service men and women of the United States Armed Forces and its allies are dutifully serving in Operation Iraqi Freedom; and 

WHEREAS, the United Nations has established sanctions that prohibit the sale of military related equipment such as Night Vision glasses, GPS jamming devices, and antitank guided missiles to Iraq; and 

WHEREAS, the illegal sale of these devices further endangers the lives of all military service members in their efforts to liberate the Iraqi people; and 

WHEREAS, Russia as a permanent member of the United Nations Security Council has an obligation to abide by the governing resolutions of the United Nations and the tenets of international law; and 

WHEREAS, the President of the United States has demanded the Russian government take actions to prevent the prohibited trade of military related equipment with Iraq by Russian firms;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate of the Commonwealth of Kentucky expresses its gravest concern and disappointment with the Russian government for failure to comply with United Nations sanctions against Iraq. 

Section 2.   The Senate of the Commonwealth of Kentucky expresses its support for the efforts of the President in ensuring the safety and well-being of all members of the United States Armed Forces and its allies who have been needlessly put in harm's way by the failure of the Russian government to prevent the trade of illegal weaponry to Iraq.
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
