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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in honor and loving memory of George L. Freibert.

With deep respect and esteem, we pay homage and tribute to George L. Freibert.

WHEREAS, George L. Freibert was born in 1944, and he traversed these earthly bounds on March 16, 2003; and

WHEREAS, George L. Freibert was the loving son of William C. and Elizabeth Smith Freibert; brother of David Freibert, RoseAnne Brown, and William J. Freibert; the devoted father of daughter Barrett Alizabeth and son Bartholomew Wilson; and the proud uncle of eight nieces and nephews, Jeanne Freibert Gronet, Jeff Freibert, Jerry Dawes, John Dawes, Julie Turner, Laurie Freibert, Paula Freibert, and Terry Walsh; and

WHEREAS, George L. Freibert was the founder and chairman of Professional Bank Services, Inc., one of the nation's leading providers of consulting, education, and investment banking services for financial institutions, with a staff of sixty and clients throughout the United States; and

WHEREAS, in 1984, Inc. magazine recognized Professional Bank Services, Inc., as one of the fastest-growing privately-held companies in the nation; and

WHEREAS, prior to founding Professional Bank Services, Inc., in 1978, George L. Freibert served ten years with the Federal Deposit Insurance corporation and was a certified bank examiner; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Freibert was a graduate of Trinity High School, whose alumni association named him 1999's Honor Alumnus, and Eastern Kentucky University, which inducted him into its Hall of Distinguished Alumni; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Freibert served on the Trinity High Foundation Board and as general chair of the shamrock Spirit Campaign; and

WHEREAS, George L. Freibert was a devoted conservationist and protector of wildlife, having received a 2002 Earth Day Award from the Kentucky Environmental Quality commission; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Freibert granted a permanent conservation easement for his 20-acre reservation, Old Pond Place, which straddles the Jefferson and Oldham County line, and devoted his property to the preservation of wildlife and of historic log structures; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Freibert's life had a profound effect on both commerce and the environment, and the passing of Mr. Freibert has left a void that cannot be filled;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate does hereby express its profound sense of sorrow upon the passing of George L. Freibert, and extends to his family and friends its most heartfelt sympathy.
