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A RESOLUTION expressing appreciation to Jewish Hospital HealthCare Services for its Bullitt County Medical Center expansion and for its plans to build a Bullitt County outpatient surgical and diagnostic center.

WHEREAS, Bullitt County has a population of nearly 65,000 people with only 16 doctors; and

WHEREAS, Bullitt County has been designated as a medically underserved area and a primary care health professional shortage area by the Health Resources and Services Administration of the United States Department of Health and Human Services; and

WHEREAS, Jewish Hospital HealthCare Services has maintained physician offices and the only licensed comprehensive outpatient rehabilitation facility in Bullitt County and has broken ground on a $400,000 expansion that will allow for additional physicians to practice in the county; and

WHEREAS, Jewish Hospital HealthCare Services has expressed its commitment to further expanding access to health care services in Bullitt County by announcing plans to build a $35 million medical center that could more than double the number of doctors in the county; and

WHEREAS, Jewish Hospital HealthCare Services has filed a Letter of Intent and complete application for a certificate of need for this medical center, which would establish a primary care center with outpatient diagnostic and surgical services providing 24-hour emergency services, diagnostic imaging including MRI, and ambulatory surgical services; and

WHEREAS, a decision granting or denying the application for a certificate of need will be made by April 16, 2003; and

WHEREAS, the people of Bullitt County need increased access to health care in their community without having to travel to Jefferson County for basic emergency or hospital care; and

WHEREAS, it is vital that Jewish Hospital HealthCare Services be aware of the support of the citizens and elected officials for these expansion and building efforts;
NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The efforts of Jewish Hospital HealthCare Services to expand its facilities and increase access to health care services in Bullitt County are supported and encouraged.

Section 2.   The Senate expresses its appreciation to Jewish Hospital HealthCare Services for its commitment to the people of the Commonwealth and the citizens of Bullitt County, and encourages it to continue its expansion efforts.
