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A RESOLUTION relating to funding for homeland security.

WHEREAS, the events of September 11, 2001, demonstrated the dangerous and critical roles filled by police, firefighters, and paramedics in the aftermath of violent terrorist events; and 

WHEREAS, the anthrax events of the fall of 2001, demonstrated the dangerous and critical roles filled by police, firefighters, and paramedics in response to acts of biological, chemical, and nuclear terrorism; and

WHEREAS, the real first responders to terrorist acts are police, firefighters, and paramedics; and

WHEREAS, police, firefighters, and paramedics require new equipment, technology, and training to safely and effectively respond to terrorist acts; and

WHEREAS, the prevention and early identification of terrorism rests on the shoulders of local and state police working in partnership with the community; and

WHEREAS, federal funding in the aftermath of September 11, 2001, appears to be concentrated on third responders, including Departments of Emergency Services, the National Guard, Departments of Public Health, the armed services, and federal agencies, instead of the real first responders;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Governor is urged to use his authority and good office to direct appropriate and sufficient funding for terrorism prevention, early identification, emergency planning, and emergency response to Kentucky's real first responders, police, firefighters, and paramedics.

Section 2.   The Kentucky Congressional delegation is urged to use their authority and good offices to direct appropriate and sufficient funding for terrorism prevention, early identification, emergency planning, and emergency response to Kentucky's real first responders, police, firefighters, and paramedics.

Section 3.   The Clerk of the Senate is directed to transmit a copy of this Resolution to the office of the Governor and the offices of the Kentucky Congressional delegation.
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
