A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in loving memory and honor of James Rufus "J. R." Miller.

With deepest respect and admiration, we pay homage and tribute to our friend and colleague, James Rufus "J. R." Miller, and we pause in silent reverence for his soul.

WHEREAS, J. R. Miller, a native of Vicksburg, Mississippi, and long time resident of Owensboro, Daviess County, Kentucky, traversed these earthly bounds on February 18, 2003; and

WHEREAS, J. R. Miller was the devoted husband of Tommie Melton Miller; he was the loving father of three sons, James M. Miller, Timothy R. Miller, and Mark K. Miller, all of Owensboro, and two daughters, Jane Haase of Owensboro and Mary Dee Miller of Henderson; and he was the proud grandfather of eight grandchildren; and

WHEREAS, J. R. Miller served his country with honor and distinction in the United States Navy during World War II in the Pacific Theater; and

WHEREAS, J. R. Miller was an esteemed member of the Daviess County community where he was retired as general manager of the old Green River Electric Corporation, a position he held from 1946 until 1981, and through his guidance and leadership, he was credited with creating thousands of area jobs and bringing industry to the region; and

WHEREAS, J. R. Miller was an active and involved citizen; he served a term as mayor of the City of Owensboro; he was president of the Owensboro Jaycees in 1949 and president of the Owensboro-Daviess County Chamber of Commerce in 1957; he was active in fund drives to build Owensboro-Daviess County Regional Airport and the Sportscenter; and he was instrumental in creating the Big Rivers Electric Corporation which resulted in Hancock County's $200 million industrial growth spurt and thousands of jobs for area residents; and

WHEREAS, J. R. Miller was dedicated to the Boy Scouts of America, and the 1,200-acre Audubon Council Boy Scout Reservation in Logan County was a direct result of his efforts; he served on the national board of directors for the Boy Scouts, and he was presented with the Silver Beaver and Silver Antelope awards; and

WHEREAS, when this honorable body reflects upon the memory of J. R. Miller, we remember him as a dedicated member of the Democrat Party; we also are reminded of his determination, confidence, and strong will, his political genius and the successful campaigns he managed, and the many friendships he made and sustained through the years; and

WHEREAS, the passing of J. R. Miller has left a void that cannot be filled, and he is mourned across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
