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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in honor of the victims of the CTA Acoustics, Inc. fire in Corbin.

WHEREAS,  it is with heavy hearts and deep sadness to learn of the fire that engulfed the CTA Acoustics, Inc. plant in Corbin on February 20, 2003; and 

WHEREAS, the explosion and fire caused many to be critically injured, with several fighting for their lives and many others missing, and we mourn the grief and suffering afflicted upon the victims of this terrible disaster; and

WHEREAS, during the chaos and confusion of this tragedy, plant workers courageously carried injured victims to safety, emergency personnel with the Corbin Hospital were prepared to administer aid when the first victim arrived, and firefighters worked feverishly to control the blaze;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate does hereby express its profound sense of grief over the February 20, 2003 explosion and fire at the CTA Acoustics, Inc. plant in Corbin, and our thoughts and prayers are with the victims and their families and friends.

Section 2.   When the Senate adjourns this day, February 21, 2003, it does so in honor of the victims of the Corbin fire.
