On page 2, line 12, after "officer", insert:


", except that this requirement shall not apply to a child whose treating physician, advanced registered nurse practitioner, chiropractor, or public health officer certifies that the student has a chronic physical condition that prevents or renders inadvisable attendance at school or application to study and is unlikely to substantially improve within one (1) year"; and

On page 2, line 17, after "updated", insert:


", except that for an exceptional child whose treating physician, advanced registered nurse practitioner, chiropractor, or public health officer certifies that the student has a chronic physical condition unlikely to substantially improve within three (3) years, the child's admissions and release committee shall annually consider the child's condition and the existing documentation to determine whether updated evidence is required. Updated evidence shall be provided for a child upon determination of need by the admissions and release committee, or at least every three (3) years".
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
