PURPOSE/MECHANICS  

HB 120 amends KRS 173.480 to allow the county judge/executive, with the approval of the fiscal court, to make appointments to library boards, and deletes language requiring the local library board to recommend to the Department of Libraries two persons for each vacancy and deletes language requiring the Department of Libraries and Archives to submit the recommended names to the county judge/executive for appointment.
FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

HB 120 would have no fiscal impact on local government.  The county judge/executive already appoints the library board, but, under the bill's provisions, would do it without recommendations from the Department of Libraries and Archives.  The bill would require the fiscal court to approve the county judge/executive's appointments, as is required under current law.  The removal of the local library board and the Department of Libraries from the appointment process will result in a savings to those two entities, the former a special district, the latter an agency of state government; but neither a local government.
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
