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AN ACT relating to the notification of parents or guardians when certain health services are provided to minors.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 214 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
Notwithstanding any other law to the contrary and unless prohibited by federal law or regulation, any state or local government agency employee who provides a service to a minor, for which the minor is deemed an adult for purposes of consent, shall within two (2) business days of the delivery of the services notify a custodial parent or legal guardian of the service and any reason, condition, or diagnosis requiring the service if the service relates to a sexually transmitted disease, emergency contraception, pregnancy, illegal drug use, or the contemplation of suicide.

(2)
The employee shall notify the custodial parent or legal guardian in person or by telephone or, if reasonable efforts to notify such person fail, by certified mail, return receipt requested, to the parent or legal guardian at his place of abode.

(3)
The notification requirement of this section shall not apply if the state or local government employee or other agency employee has knowledge that the notification may result in physical or mental abuse of the minor.
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
