MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  

HB 135/HCS creates a new section of of KRS Chapter 14 that allows the Secretary of State to accept electronic signatures for business filing requirments; requires the electronic signature to conform to the Uniform Electronic Transactions Act.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  

HB 135, Section 1 amends KRS Chapter 14 by creating a new section that allows the Secretary of State to accept electronic signatures for business filing requirements; prescribes applicable business entities for electronic signatures to meet the requirements specified under KRS 369.101 to 369.120, the Uniform Electronic Transactions Act.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  

This act allows the use of electronic signatures in the business filing process with no fiscal impact to the current budget structure of the Secretary of State.  
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
