PURPOSE/MECHANICS

The measure creates a new section of KRS 436 to prohibit human cloning or an attempt to perform human cloning.  The measure also prohibits participation in an attempt to perform human cloning or shipping or receiving for any purpose any embryo produced by human cloning or any product derived from any embryo produced by human cloning.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of HB 171 on local governments is indeterminable, but is expected to be minimal.  The measure, if enacted, prohibits performing or attempting to perform human cloning.  Shipping and/or receiving any embryo produced by human cloning or any product derived from any embryo produced by human cloning is prohibited by the measure.

The number of compliance events constituting a crime associated with provisions of the measure is expected to be minimal.  However, local governments will be responsible for investigating potential compliance infractions that would require additional training of local law enforcement staff in provisions of the measure.  

Local governments would be responsible, at local government's expense, for incarcerating persons charged with a felony through the period of conviction and final sentencing.  Currently daily costs for housing prisoners run $33.91 per day, with the period of incarceration prior to final sentencing averaging approximately 8.5 months.  

 In some instances persons charged with a Class C felony are housed in local jails for the duration of their sentence, but the state fully reimburses the local government for the cost of incarceration following the court's sentencing of the convicted criminal.  However, approximately 16% of felons have their sentences reduced to misdemeanors, in which case the local government is required to pay for the entire period of incarceration.
