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AN ACT relating to crimes and punishments and declaring an emergency.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   KRS 218A.1432 is amended to read as follows:

(1)
A person is guilty of manufacturing methamphetamine when he knowingly and unlawfully:

(a)
Manufactures methamphetamine; or

(b)
Possesses two (2) or more of the chemicals or two (2) or more items of equipment for the manufacture of methamphetamine with the intent to manufacture methamphetamine.

(2)
Manufacture of methamphetamine is a Class B felony for the first offense and a Class A felony for a second or subsequent offense.

Section 2.   Whereas the Supreme Court of Kentucky has issued an opinion requiring the possession of all chemicals and equipment for the making of methamphetamine in order for a conviction to take place, thus crippling enforcement of the statute, an emergency is declared to exist, and this Act takes effect upon its passage and approval by the Governor or upon its otherwise becoming a law.
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
