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AN ACT relating to highway signage.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS 177.010 TO 177.890 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
All statutes to the contrary notwithstanding, the cabinet shall amend its policies and administrative regulations governing highway signage that are in effect on the effective date of this Act, to erect recreational and cultural interest area signs that meet the requirements of subsection (2) of this section at the following locations:

(a)
On eastbound Interstate 24 in McCracken County as near as possible to the Kentucky/Illinois State line;

(b)
On westbound Interstate 24 in Christian County as near as possible to the Kentucky/Tennessee State line;

(c)
On northbound Julian Carroll Purchase Parkway as near as possible to the Kentucky/Tennessee State line; and

(d)
On westbound Wendell H. Ford Western Kentucky Parkway in Hopkins County at the Dawson Springs exit.

(2)
The recreational and cultural interest area signs required to be erected under subsection (1) of this section shall conform to the standards established in the federal Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices published by the United States Department of Transportation. The signs shall at a minimum contain a slogan that promotes the Kentucky Lake and Barkley Lake areas. The slogan shall be developed by the group Kentucky Western Waterlands and shall be subject to the approval of the cabinet. The signs may also contain one (1) or more symbols at the discretion of the group Kentucky Western Waterlands.

(3)
The cabinet shall within six (6) months of the effective date of this Act erect recreational and cultural interest area signs that meet the requirements of subsection (2) of this section at the locations required under subsection (1) of this section.

(4)
The cabinet shall not, after the effective date of this Act, adopt policies or promulgate administrative regulations that conflict with the provisions of this section.
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
