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AN ACT relating to cemeteries.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS 367.934 TO 367.974 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
(a)
Any contract entered into between a cemetery owner and a consumer for the purchase of a grave space, columbarian niche, mausoleum crypt, or underground crypt shall prohibit placing human remains in the same cemetery as animal remains are buried, entombed, inurned, or otherwise placed in, unless the cemetery owner expressly sets out in the sales contract that animal remains may be buried, entombed, inurned, or otherwise placed in the cemetery.
(b)
Beginning the effective date of this Act, if animal and human remains have been or are permitted to be buried, entombed, inurned, or otherwise placed in the same cemetery, the cemetery owner shall notify all new purchasers of that condition by:

1.
Including in each contract for the sale or assignment of a grave space, columbarian niche, mausoleum crypt, or underground crypt in the cemetery, a provision that expressly indicates that the cemetery contains or may contain both animal and human remains; and

2.
Reading aloud to each purchaser, prior to his or her entering a contract for the sale of a grave space, columbarian niche, mausoleum crypt, or underground crypt in the cemetery, the provision required under subparagraph 1. of this paragraph.
(c)
The provisions required under paragraphs (a) and (b) of this subsection shall appear in a conspicuous place in the contract in bold-faced type.

(d)
Compliance with paragraph (b) of this subsection shall be evidenced by the signature or the initials of the purchaser in close proximity to the provision.

(2)
Any contract that does not contain express language prohibiting or permitting the burial, entombment, inurnment, or placement of animal remains in a cemetery where human remains are buried, entombed, inurned, or otherwise placed shall be deemed as prohibiting the burial, entombment, inurnment, and otherwise placement of animal remains in that cemetery.

(3)
Subsections (1) and (2) of this section shall not apply to contracts for the purchase of a grave space, columbarian niche, mausoleum crypt, or underground crypt entered into prior to the effective date of this Act.

(4)
The Attorney General may promulgate administrative regulations establishing procedures and forms for implementing and documenting compliance with this section.
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
