MEASURE'S PURPOSE: 

This measure institutes the "Code Adam" program for the location of children who become lost or missing in state government (not all public) buildings and assigns responsibility for the program to the Finance Cabinet.

PROVISION/MECHANICS: 

This measure creates new sections of KRS Chapter 199: 

Section 1:

To define "state building" as "any structure that houses offices of the Commonwealth of Kentucky or government offices of the Commonwealth of Kentucky.  The term does not include government offices of counties, municipalities, special districts, public corporations, public instrumentalities, or the Court of Justice."

Section  2:

To institute the "Code Adam" program for the location of children who become lost or missing in state government buildings; 

Section 3:

To assign responsibility for the program to the Finance and Administration Cabinet, in consultation with the Justice Cabinet through the Department of State Police and to require implementation training to administrators or designees of state buildings, search procedures training, signs, drills, collection of statistics from each facility, annual reporting, and administrative regulations;

Section 4:

To permit exemption of buildings not visited by children.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  

The number of building is limited to state buildings, which are already managed by the Finance Cabinet. There would be minimal costs related to training of the building administrators and the printing and distribution of required signs.
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
