VETO MESSAGE

FROM THE GOVERNOR OF THE COMMONWEALTH OF KENTUCKY

PARTIAL VETO OF HB 262

I, Ernie Fletcher, Governor of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, pursuant to the authority vested in me under Section 88 of the Kentucky Constitution, do hereby veto the following parts of House Bill 262, which, by its title and in its substance, is an appropriation bill subject to the line item veto provisions afforded the Governor under Section 88:

· Page 2, line 26, beginning with “by” and ending with “selected”

· Page 2, line 27, beginning with “through” and ending on page 3, line 1, with “services”

· Page 3, line 16, through page 4, line 4, in their entirety

· Page 4, lines 11 through 15, in their entirety

· Page 4, line 18, through page 5, line 5, in their entirety

I veto these parts because the services for blind and disabled persons to read audio editions of newspapers, magazines, newsletters, schedules, announcements, and other information can best be accomplished through existing governmental agencies.  Accordingly, I have directed the Secretary of the Education Cabinet to implement and fund the advancements that are contained in the bill using existing governmental agencies and without the mechanisms included in the parts that have been vetoed herein.
