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AN ACT relating to real property.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 382 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
An affidavit stating facts relating to previously recorded deeds, mortgages, or other instruments may be filed by the owner of the real property, a person who has an interest in the real property, or an attorney who represents the owner of the real property or a person who has an interest in the real property.

The affidavit shall contain:

(a)
The affiant's signature;

(b)
The notarization of affiant's signature;

(c)
A printed, typewritten, or stamped statement showing the name and address of the individual who prepared the affidavit, which statement shall be signed by the individual;

(d)
A reference to the deed, mortgage, or other instrument, giving the office, book, and page where recorded, and the date thereof; and

(e)
The name of the person appearing by the record to be the owner of the real property at the time of the recording of the affidavit and that person's current mailing address, if known.

(3)
The affidavit shall be filed with the clerk of the county in which the real property is situated, and shall be recorded in the record of deeds, mortgages, or other records, and indexed in the general index of deeds, mortgages, or other records in the name of the person who has an interest in the real property and in the name of the record owner of the real property at the time of the recording of the affidavit. For recording and indexing the affidavit, the clerk shall receive the same fees as are allowed for recording and indexing deeds.

(4)
An existing deed, mortgage, or other instrument, previously recorded, may be rerecorded by the refiling of the original instrument together with an affidavit as provided in subsections (1) to (3) of this section, and stating the reason for the rerecording.

The county clerk shall send a copy of the affidavit by certified mail to the person specified in subsection (2)(e) of  this section at the address specified in subsection (2)(e) of this section if  that person is not the affiant. The fee for sending the copy of  the affidavit shall be ten dollars ($10) and shall be paid by the affiant.
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
