MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  

HB323/GA would provide critical access hospitals the ability to add 10 acute care beds to a maximum of 25 without going through the Certificate of Need Process. They would also be able to add psychiatric and rehab beds but these beds would have to be approved through the Certificate of Need process.

PROVISION/MECHANICS: 

HB 323/GA provides that a certificate of need shall not be required for a new or existing critical access hospital to increase acute-care beds capacity to twenty five and removes the current limit of 15 acute care beds. HB 323/GA also provides, subject to Certificate of Need approval, for these facilities to add 10 new psychiatric beds and 10 new rehabilitation beds in accordance with Medicare regulations and the certificate of need process. 

FISCAL EXPLANATION: 

Due to the requirement on page 5 lines 23 through 27 that a feasibility study be requested prior to February 1, 2004 this bill has no fiscal impact. Without this language there would be a major fiscal impact according to the cabinet.
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
