A city, county, urban-county, charter county, or consolidated local government to enforce the provisions of this chapter, the provisions of the Kentucky Revised Statutes relating to cruelty, mistreatment, or torture of animals, and local animal control ordinances; or

An entity that has contracted with a city, county, urban-county, charter county, or consolidated local government to enforce the provisions of this chapter, the provisions of the Kentucky Revised Statutes relating to cruelty, mistreatment, or torture of animals, and local animal control ordinances;"; and

On page 3, after line 16, by inserting:

"(4)
Any person with feral cats on his premises shall make a reasonable effort to capture or vaccinate the cats."; and

On page 5, line 2, after "be", by inserting "vaccinated", and by bracketing and striking through "revaccinated"; and

On page 5, line 5, by deleting "revaccination", and by inserting in lieu thereof "vaccination"; and

On page 8, lines 6 through 9, by removing all brackets and strikethroughs from those lines and by deleting all new language from those lines, and by then bracketing and striking through all the language on lines 6 through 9; and

On page 8, at the beginning of line 6, by inserting:

"Animal control officer" means an individual who is employed or appointed by, or has contracted with:

(a)
A city, county, urban-county, charter county, or consolidated local government to enforce the provisions of this chapter, the provisions of the Kentucky Revised Statutes relating to cruelty, mistreatment, or torture of animals, and local animal control ordinances; or

(b)
An entity that has contracted with a city, county, urban-county, charter county, or consolidated local government to enforce the provisions of this chapter, the provisions of the Kentucky Revised Statutes relating to cruelty, mistreatment, or torture of animals, and local animal control ordinances;"; and

"Livestock" means poultry; ratites; and cervine, bovine, ovine, porcine, caprine, or equine animals that are privately owned and raised in a confined area for breeding stock, food, fiber, or other products; and

"Poultry" means chickens, ducks, turkeys, or other domestic fowl"; and

On page 8, line 27, after "of", through page 9, line 1, by bracketing and striking through "making recommendations to the commissioner relating to"; and

On page 9, line 4, after "." by inserting "The Animal Control Advisory Board shall promulgate administrative regulations to carry out the provisions of this section."; and

On page 10, line 4, by bracketing and striking through the line in its entirety; and

On page 11, line 1, after "Employs", by inserting ", appoints,", and, after "officer", by inserting ", or contracts with an entity that employs, appoints, or contracts with an animal control officer,"; and

On page 14, line 14, after "employ", by inserting ", appoint,", and after "officer", by inserting ", or shall contract with an entity that employs, appoints, or contracts with an animal control officer,"; and

On page 14, line 21, after "within", by deleting "two (2)", and by inserting in lieu thereof, "three (3)"; and

On page 15, line 16, after "employ", by inserting ", appoint,", and, after "officers", by inserting ", or may contract with an entity that employs, appoints, or contracts with animal control officers,"; and

On page 24, at the beginning of line 9, by inserting "Animal Control and Care Fund", and by bracketing and striking through "livestock fund"; and

On page 29, line 26, to page 30, through line 23, by deleting all text and the section in its entirety, and inserting in lieu thereof:

"Section 29.   KRS 436.605 is amended to read as follows:

(1)
Animal control officers,[Dog wardens] and officers and agents of humane societies who are employed by, appointed by, or have contracted with a city, county, urban-county, charter county, or consolidated local government to provide animal sheltering or animal control services shall have the powers of peace officers, except for the power of arrest, for the purpose of enforcing the provisions of the Kentucky Revised Statutes relating to cruelty, [and ]mistreatment, or torture of animals, provided they possess the qualifications required under KRS 61.300.

When any peace officer, animal control officer, or any officer or agent of any society or association for the prevention of cruelty to animals duly incorporated under the laws of this Commonwealth who is employed by, appointed by, or has contracted with a city, county, urban-county, charter county, or consolidated local government to provide animal sheltering or animal control services makes an[, who shall make] oath before any judge of a District Court that he has reasons to believe or does believe that an act of cruelty, mistreatment, or torture of[ to] animals is being committed in a building, barn, or other enclosure, the[ said] judge shall [thereupon on proof of demand having been made, ]issue a search warrant directed to the[any] peace officer, animal control officer, or [any ]officer or agent of the[any] society or association for the prevention of cruelty to animals [duly incorporated under the laws of this Commonwealth or other peace officer ]to search the[ said] premises.[, and] If [upon the search ]a peace officer finds[it is found] that an act of cruelty, mistreatment, or torture of[ to] animals is being perpetrated, the offender or offenders shall be immediately arrested by the peace officer and brought before the[ to forthwith arrest such offender or offenders and bring him or them before the said] court for trial. If an animal control officer or an officer or agent of a society or association for the prevention of cruelty to animals finds that an act of cruelty, mistreatment, or torture of animals is being perpetrated, the officer or agent shall summon a peace officer to arrest the offender or offenders and bring them before the court for trial."; and
