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AN ACT relating to county clerks and making an appropriation therefor.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 138 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
There is hereby created a fund in the State Treasury to be known as the county clerk motor vehicle registration supplement fund. All fees received from subsection (2) of this section shall be deposited into the fund and shall be disbursed quarterly by the State Treasurer for the purposes of supplementing county clerks' commissions for registering motor vehicles. The disbursements shall be made in accordance with the provisions of subsection (3) of this section. Moneys in the fund are appropriated for the purposes provided by this section.

(2)
The Transportation Cabinet shall monthly deposit three percent (3%) of the tax collected under KRS 138.463 into the fund established by subsection (1) of this section.

(3)
Disbursements from the fund shall be made equally to all counties having a population of eighteen thousand (18,000) or less as determined by the most recent federal decennial census enumeration.

Section 2.   This Act takes effect August 1, 2004.
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
