MEASURE'S PURPOSE:

HB 356 creates a new section of KRS Chapter 67 which increases fees for violations of KRS Chapter 189, Traffic Regulations – Vehicle Equipment and Storage, by $3; and allows fiscal courts to receive these funds to establish or improve driver education programs conducted in one or more of the school districts within the county if the county has enacted an ordinance establishing the court’s goals and objectives for establishing or improving driver education programs and has transmitted the ordinance to the Administrative Office of the Courts.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  

HB 356 creates a new section of KRS Chapter 67 as follows. Section 1(1) allows a fiscal court to receive funds pursuant to the provisions of subsection (2) of the Act; requires a fiscal court to enact an ordinance establishing the court’s goals and objectives for establishing or improving driver education programs to be eligible to receive funds under this Act; and prescribes contents of the ordinance.  Section 1(2) requires fiscal courts that have adopted an ordinance under the terms of subsection (1) of the Act to transmit the ordinance to the Administrative Office of the Courts; requires the Administrative Office of the Courts to direct each county that has submitted an ordinance to collect a $3 fee for each violation of KRS Chapter 189, in addition to the fee otherwise collected, for the purpose of supporting driver education programs within the respective county; requires the circuit clerk to forward the funds collected on a quarterly basis to the fiscal court of the county in which the circuit clerk is located; and makes an appropriation for funds collected under this subsection for the purposes set forth in subsection (1) of the section.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  

There would be no fiscal impact to the Administrative Office of the Courts or the Circuit Clerks pursuant to requirements of this legislation, as collecting fines/fees are a normal cost of the daily operations. 

This legislation would result in an additional $3 for each fine collected under KRS Chapter 189 for the purpose of supporting driver education programs within each applicable county, which would have no state budgetary impact.  

The amount of revenue this Act could generate at the county level is indeterminable because there is no data available in the state accounting and reporting system, through the Finance and Administration Cabinet, the State Police, the Department for Local Government, and/or the Administrative Office of the Courts, for the number of traffic offenses/fines and/or similar violations pursuant to KRS 189 from which potential revenues generated by this legislation could be projected or estimated.  It is assumed that the revenue generated by each county would not exceed $100,000 per county.
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
