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AN ACT relating to driver education programs and making an appropriation therefor.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 67 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
A fiscal court may receive funds pursuant to the provisions of subsection (2) of this section to establish or improve driver education programs conducted in one (1) or more of the school districts within the county. In order to be eligible to receive funds pursuant to subsection (2) of this section, a fiscal court shall enact an ordinance establishing the court's goals and objectives for establishing or improving driver education programs. The ordinance shall:
(a)
Establish procedures for coordinating with local boards of education who choose to participate;

(b)
Specify how funds received by a fiscal court under subsection (2) of this section shall be divided among local boards of education if the county has more than one (1) participating school district;

(c)
Establish reporting requirements for local boards of education in order for the fiscal court to monitor the progress of the driver education programs; and
(d)
Require all participating local boards of education within the county to dedicate one hundred percent (100%) of the funds received from a fiscal court under this section for direct educational expenses associated with establishing or improving driver education programs within the school district. Funds shall not be used for administrative personnel costs. 
(2)
A fiscal court that has adopted an ordinance under the provisions of subsection (1) of this section shall transmit the ordinance to the Administrative Office of the Courts. The Administrative Office of the Courts shall direct the circuit clerk in each county that has submitted an ordinance to collect a three dollar ($3) fee for each violation of KRS Chapter 189, in addition to the fine required under KRS Chapter 189, for the purpose of supporting driver education programs within the respective county. The circuit clerk shall forward the funds collected under this subsection on a quarterly basis to the fiscal court of the county in which the circuit clerk is located. Funds collected under this subsection are hereby appropriated for the purposes set forth in subsection (1) of this section.
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
