PURPOSE/MECHANICS

The measure creates a new section of KRS Chapter 15 to require any law enforcement agency whose officers kill two or more people in a five year period to undergo specialized training.  The provisions of the bill would be retroactive to the fifth year prior to the effective date of the bill.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of HB 368 on local governments is indeterminable, but is expected to be nil to minimal.  The measure provides that the Department of Criminal Justice Training shall require any law enforcement agency that kills more than two (2) persons during a five (5) year period in the course of making an arrest, attempting to subdue a person, or otherwise in the line of duty, to include in basic and in-service training of its officers the following:

a unit of training relating to the identification of and response to situations involving mentally ill persons, mentally retarded persons, and persons suffering from alcohol and other drug abuse;

a unit of training relating to standards for the use of force, defensive tactics, and situations where use of less than lethal force can preserve both life and public safety; and

SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h
a unit of training related to human diversity and how an understanding thereof will improve communications and efficiency amongst coworkers, as well as between the officers and the community to be policed.

The required training will take place during or the next year following the second death within a five (5) year period, and will occur in a manner that each police officer in the department receives the training either as basic or in-service training.  The training will be conducted in the course of required annual training, therefore , the fiscal impact should be nil to minimal. 
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
