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AN ACT relating to anhydrous ammonia.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 250 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
All anhydrous ammonia storage areas owned by any wholesaler, retailer, or dealer of anhydrous ammonia shall be enclosed by a wire fence that shall be at least eight (8) feet in height, and all valves on approved containers shall be equipped with locking devices. The Division of Fire Prevention in the Department of Housing, Buildings and Construction shall promulgate and enforce administrative regulations setting forth specifications for the required fencing.

(2)
Fences surrounding anhydrous ammonia storage areas shall be locked and all valves shall be closed and locked at any time when the wholesaler, retailer, dealer, or his or her authorized agent is not present.

Section 2.   KRS 250.991 is amended to read as follows:

Except as provided in KRS 250.489 or 250.4892, any person who violates any provision of KRS 250.482 to 250.488 shall be fined not more than five hundred dollars ($500).

(2)
Any person designated in Section 1 of this Act who fails to enclose anhydrous ammonia storage areas within a fence, as required by Section 1 of this Act, shall be guilty of a violation for the first offense and a class B misdemeanor for each subsequent offense.
(3)
Any person who knowingly possesses anhydrous ammonia in a container other than an approved container in violation of KRS 250.489 is guilty of a Class D felony unless it is proven that the person violated KRS 250.489 with the intent to manufacture methamphetamine in violation of KRS 218A.1432, in which case it is a Class B felony for the first offense and a Class A felony for each subsequent offense.

A violation of KRS 250.4892 is a Class D felony unless it is proven that the person violated KRS 250.4892 with the intent to manufacture methamphetamine in violation of KRS 218A.1432, in which case it is a Class B felony for the first offense and a Class A felony for each subsequent offense.
