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AN ACT relating to cervids.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   KRS 150.280 is amended to read as follows:

(1)
Except as provided by administrative regulation, a person shall not propagate or hold protected wildlife without obtaining a permit to do so from the department. The department shall promulgate administrative regulations governing all such activity and prescribing permit fees. Any permit issued pursuant to this section may be revoked for a violation by the holder thereof of any of the laws of Kentucky or of any administrative regulation of the department.

(2)
The department shall by administrative regulation identify species of wildlife potentially damaging to native ecosystems and shall prohibit the transporting or holding of these wildlife.

(3)
A fence to contain captive cervids may be erected on the property boundary and shall include a right-of-way cleared for a distance of six (6) feet on the inside only. Fences not on the property boundary shall have the cleared right-of-way on both sides. The department may promulgate additional fencing regulations.

Section 2.   Notwithstanding the provisions of Executive Order 2002-1256 of November 12, 2002, the Department of Fish and Wildlife Resources may issue new permits for the holding of cervids and new shooting preserve permits.
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
