PURPOSE/MECHANICS

HB 495 SCS allows a motor vehicle carrier to avoid impoundment if the motor carrier resolves the citation.  The measure allows impoundment for a second offense and exempts vehicles carrying perishable goods.  The measure provides that a driver cannot be subject to arrest or license suspension based on an employer's failure to pay taxes and registration fees.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of HB 495 SCS on local governments is expected to be minimal.  The measure requires a commercial vehicle which has been cited for improper, invalid, or no registration, or for having outstanding taxes due, to be impounded.  If, prior to resolution of the first citation through payment of outstanding taxes and registration fees, the commercial vehicle is cited a second time for improper or invalid registration, no registration, or outstanding taxes due on the vehicle, it will be impounded and shall be affixed with a cease operations order and shall not be further operated until the registration or taxation issue is resolved.  However, a vehicle that is transporting items that are perishable or threaten decline in value speedily, including agricultural or dairy products such as fruits, vegetables, livestock, poultry, meat, or eggs, shall be exempt from impoundment.

Notwithstanding any other provisions of law, suspension or arrest of a driver of a commercial motor vehicle shall not be imposed under provisions of this measure or KRS Chapter 281A pursuant to a citation issued to the driver for failure of an employer to pay license and registration fees or taxes on a commercial motor vehicle.

Local law enforcement will need minimal training to comply with provisions of the measure.  The training could be included in the required annual 40 hour training requirement of local law enforcement agencies.  Officer field involvement to comply with provisions of the measure is expected to take some additional time and resources.
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
