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AN ACT relating to proof of motor vehicle insurance.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   KRS 186A.065 is amended to read as follows:

(1)
Except as otherwise provided, before the owner of a motor vehicle or trailer may operate it or permit its operation upon the highways of this state, he shall obtain motor vehicle insurance as required by KRS 304.39-080, a certificate of registration, and a license plate and apply for a certificate of title in his name.

(2)
The owner of a motor vehicle shall keep a copy of his or her insurance card issued under Section 2 of this Act in the motor vehicle at all times.
Section 2.   KRS 304.39-117 is amended to read as follows:

(1)
Each insurer issuing an insurance contract which provides security covering a motor vehicle shall provide to the insured, in compliance with administrative regulations promulgated by the department, written proof in the form of an insurance card that the insured has in effect an insurance contract providing security in conformity with this subtitle. The owner shall keep the card in his motor vehicle as prima facie evidence that the required security is currently in full force and effect, and shall show the card to a peace officer upon request.

(2)
Failure to maintain an insurance card in a motor vehicle, as required by this section, shall be prima facie evidence that the vehicle does not have coverage in compliance with the provisions of this subtitle.
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
