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AN ACT relating to human immunodeficiency virus and acquired immunodeficiency syndrome drug treatment.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 194A IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
The General Assembly finds and declares as follows:
(a)
The science associated with the treatment and prevention of human immunodeficiency virus (HIV) and acquired immunodeficiency syndrome (AIDS) is rapidly evolving;

(b)
Appropriate recommended drug therapy associated with these conditions changes frequently; and

(c)
New drug interventions for these conditions are safer, have fewer side effects, and are more likely to prolong the life of patients than their predecessors.

(2)
Notwithstanding any provision of law to the contrary, the Cabinet for Health Services shall not establish any limits on, or restrict by any prior authorization, any prescription drug or laboratory or diagnostic test that is prescribed and determined to be medically necessary by a physician or other health care provider licensed by the Commonwealth of Kentucky for the treatment or prevention of human immunodeficiency virus or acquired immunodeficiency syndrome.
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
