MEASURE'S PURPOSE: 

HB 52GA establishes a special trust fund to further breast cancer research and a tax checkoff mechanism to fund the administration of the fund and grants provided through it. 

PROVISION/MECHANICS:

HB 52GA creates a new section of KRS Chapter 141 to establish an income tax check-off for the breast cancer research and education trust fund; creates a new section of KRS Chapter 211 to establish the breast cancer education and research trust fund and appropriate the funds for the uses set forth in the Act; also creates new sections of KRS Chapter 211 to establish the Breast Cancer Education and Research Trust Fund Board; establish the duties of the board

FISCAL EXPLANATION: 

HB 52GA has no General Fund effect as cost of grants and administration are to come from tax checkoff  generated funds. 
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
