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MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  

Extend the sunset clause for the establishment of continuing care retirement community nursing home beds until 

July 1, 2008.

PROVISION/MECHANICS: 

HB 59/GA amends KRS 216B.335, relating to the sunset clause for the establishment of continuing care retirement community nursing home beds by extending it to July 1, 2008.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  

This legislation has no fiscal impact.  Per KRS 216B.332, a requirement for a certificate of compliance for a continuing care retirement community is that none of the health facilities or health services operated by the community can apply for  or become certified for participation in the Medicaid program.

Since the enactment of HB 339 by the 2000 General Assembly which allowed the certification of continuing care retirement communities, there have been 12 such communities established in Kentucky with a total of 186 nursing home beds.
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
