On page 2, line 12, after "regulation." by deleting "Notwithstanding any other provision of law to the contrary" and by inserting "Except as provided in subsection (3) of this section" in lieu thereof; and 

On page 3, between lines 4 and 5 by inserting the following:

"(3)
For the purposes of this subsection, "cramming" means adding unauthorized charges for telecommunications services or products to a customer's bill; "spamming" means sending unauthorized e-mail to a customer through the Internet; and "slamming" means making an unauthorized change in the customer's local or long-distance telephone service provider. Nothing contained in this section shall limit or impair any agency of the state, including the commission, from investigating or enforcing state or federal laws prohibiting acts of cramming, spamming, or slamming customers of a broadband service provider regardless of whether the act was committed with respect to the provision of broadband service."
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
