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AN ACT relating to the regulation of the use or consumption of tobacco and tobacco products.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 65 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
As used in this section, "unit of local government" includes a city, county, urban-county, charter county, or consolidated local government or any of the Commonwealth's political subdivisions.
(2)
Unless authorized by this or another section of the Kentucky Revised Statutes, no unit of local government may occupy any part of the field of regulation of the use or consumption of tobacco and tobacco products and any local ordinance, rule, standard, or other law encroaching upon the field of tobacco or tobacco product use or consumption shall be void and unenforceable.
(3)
A unit of local government may regulate, consistent with other law, the use or consumption of tobacco and tobacco products:
(a)
On property owned or controlled by the unit of local government; or
(b)
In situations where use, possession, or consumption of the tobacco or tobacco product is otherwise illegal.
(4)
This section shall not be construed to allow smoking in any place where smoking is prohibited by the State Fire Marshal or any person acting on behalf of the State Fire Marshal.
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
