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AN ACT relating to the prevailing wage and declaring an emergency.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 337 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
Notwithstanding the provisions of KRS Chapter 337, no public authority authorized to contract for the construction of an elementary or secondary educational institution, as defined in KRS 160.700, or postsecondary educational institution, as defined in KRS 164.516, including but not limited to adjunct and support buildings and facilities, dormitories, administration buildings, a sporting facility, parking facilities and health care facilities, shall be required to pay prevailing wages on these construction projects during fiscal year 2004-2005 and fiscal year 2005-2006. Provisions of this section shall apply only to construction projects with contracts that become effective on or after July 1, 2004.

(2)
The provisions of this section shall expire on June 30, 2006.

Section 2.   Whereas, exempting elementary, secondary, and postsecondary educational institutions from the requirement to pay prevailing wages on construction projects during fiscal year 2004-2005 and fiscal year 2005-2006 will increase funds available to meet their immediate and on-going construction needs, an emergency is declared to exist, and this Act takes effect July 1, 2004.
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
