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AN ACT relating to the composition of the Kentucky State Board of Medical Licensure.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Interim Joint Committee on Health and Welfare of the Legislative Research Commission is directed to study the composition of the Kentucky Board of Medical Licensure to determine if the current composition adequately supports the ability of the board to objectively investigate complaints and render disciplinary actions against a licensee. The study shall recommend whether the appointment of a representative of the Attorney General's office would support the board's responsibilities related to investigating disciplinary actions rendered in other jurisdictions outside of Kentucky and whether the board should include members from other health professions.

Section 2.   The Interim Joint Committee on Health and Welfare shall report its findings and recommendations to the 2005 Regular Session of the General Assembly.

Section 3.   Provisions of this Act to the contrary notwithstanding, the Legislative Research Commission shall have the authority to alternatively assign the issues identified herein to an interim joint committee or subcommittee thereof, and to designate a study completion date.
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
