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MEASURE'S PURPOSE: 

HB 72 will provide for clinical internships in the licensing of nurses in this state. The Bill also creates special retirement licenses and reinstatement license statuses.  HB 72 also modifies several licensing procedures. 

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  

HB 72 amends KRS 314.011 to create the status of "clinical internship" in the licensing of nurses in this state. The Bill also creates the title "R.N." for retired nurses. And also provides for the reinstatement from retirement for nurses.  

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  

The Board of Nursing will experience no fiscal impact because of the inclusion of the clinical internship in the licensing requirement for applicants to the Board. However, fees will be generated by the Board of Nursing from the issuance of R.N. titles and post retirement reinstatements.
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
