MEASURE'S PURPOSE:

Maintain confidentiality but change the identifying data reported on individuals that test positive for communicable diseases.

PROVISION/MECHANICS: 

KRS 211.180, 214.625 and 214.645 requires physicians and other health care professionals receiving laboratory reports of a positive test for HIV to report the patient's name, rather than a unique code, and other identifying information as required by the Center for Disease Control and Prevention to the Cabinet for Health and Family Services; requires the information to remain confidential and prohibits release, and establishes requirements for name reporting
