On page 1, by deleting everything between the title and the resolving clause; and

On page 1, lines 1 to 6, and on page 2, lines 1 to 9, by deleting everything after the resolving clause and inserting in lieu thereof the following:

"Section 1.   The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky hereby petitions the United States Congress to propose an amendment to the Constitution of the United States, for submission to the several States for ratification, to recognize St. Patrick's day as a national holiday.

Section 2.   The text of the proposed amendment to the Constitution of the United States should read substantially as follows:

"March Seventeenth of each year, St. Patrick's Day, shall be a legal public holiday. Public displays, in schools or other public buildings, relating to this holiday, shall be permitted."

Section 3.   Certified copies of this Concurrent Resolution shall be transmitted by the Secretary of State to the Administrator of General Services of the United States, to the President of the United States Senate, to the Speaker of the House of Representatives of the United States, to each member of the Commonwealth's delegation to the Congress of the United States, and to the presiding officer of each house of each state legislature of the several States.".
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
