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A CONCURRENT RESOLUTION petitioning the United States Congress to propose an amendment to the Constitution of the United States, for submission to the several States, to provide for Christmas as a national holiday.

WHEREAS, the right of the people to enjoy and celebrate the Christmas holiday has been under recent attack in the courts; and

WHEREAS, despite the recent decision of the 6th Circuit Court of Appeals in the case of Ganulin v. United States of America that upholds the long-standing practice of recognizing the Christmas holiday, it may be anticipated that other states and localities may encounter resistance to observing this important holiday; and

WHEREAS, the Christmas holiday is recognized by the Commonwealth of Kentucky as a state holiday; and

WHEREAS, the Christmas holiday is recognized by the federal government as a holiday; and

WHEREAS, the federal Constitution should be amended to provide that the Christmas holiday shall be a recognized national holiday in order to acknowledge our Christian heritage; and

WHEREAS, public displays relating to the Christmas holiday should be legally allowed;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, the Senate concurring therein:

Section 1.   The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky hereby petitions the United States Congress to propose an amendment to the Constitution of the United States, for submission to the several States for ratification, to recognize Christmas day as a national holiday.

Section 2.   The text of the proposed amendment to the Constitution of the United States should read substantially as follows:

"December Twenty-Fifth of each year, Christmas Day, shall be a legal public holiday. Public displays, in schools or other public buildings, relating to this holiday, shall be permitted."

Section 3.   Certified copies of this Concurrent Resolution shall be transmitted by the Secretary of State to the Administrator of General Services of the United States, to the President of the United States Senate, to the Speaker of the House of Representatives of the United States, to each member of the Commonwealth's delegation to the Congress of the United States, and to the presiding officer of each house of each state legislature of the several States.
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
