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A CONCURRENT RESOLUTION urging the Division of Conservation to give greater consideration to unsuccessful previous applicants for Soil Erosion and Water Quality Cost Share funds.

WHEREAS, the Soil Erosion and Water Quality Cost Share Program was established by the 1994 General Assembly to assist landowners in addressing environmental and natural resource problems associated with farming operations; and

WHEREAS, more than four thousand Kentucky landowners have been assisted in undertaking 51 million dollars of best management practices during the 10 years of this program, resulting in significant environmental benefits and protection of Kentucky's natural resources; and

WHEREAS, despite this success, over ten thousand applicants have been turned down for cost share assistance because of limited funding; and

WHEREAS, some landowners apply repeatedly, year after year, without success;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, the Senate concurring therein:

Section 1.   The Division of Conservation is urged to grant additional scoring points to unsuccessful previous applicants for the Soil Erosion and Water Quality Cost Share Program.
