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A CONCURRENT RESOLUTION directing the Legislative Research Commission to have the Interim Joint Committee on Local Government study and make recommendations to improve the ability of local governments to pool resources for the provision of health and dental insurance.

WHEREAS, the provision of health and dental benefits are crucial to the recruitment and retention of quality employees; and

WHEREAS, the rising cost of provision of health and dental benefits are placing a growing strain on the budgets of local governments throughout the Commonwealth; and

WHEREAS, the pooling of resources may provide relief to local governments; and

WHEREAS, statutory constraints limit the ability of local governments to pool these resources;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, the Senate concurring therein:

Section 1.   The Legislative Research Commission is directed to have the Interim Joint Committee on Local Government study the needs of local governments for the pooling of resources for the provision of health and dental benefits to their employees. The committee shall make recommendations for any necessary changes to aid local governments in pooling for the provision of these employee benefits. The Interim Joint Committee on Local Government shall report its findings and recommendations to the Legislative Research Commission by November 1, 2004.

Section 2.   Provisions of this Resolution to the contrary notwithstanding, the Legislative Research Commission shall have the authority to alternatively assign the issues identified herein to an interim joint committee or subcommittee thereof, and to designate a study completion date.
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
