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A CONCURRENT RESOLUTION  in support of the issuance of a commemorative U. S. Postal Service stamp honoring Kentucky author Harriette Simpson Arnow.

WHEREAS, Harriette Simpson Arnow was born in Wayne County, Kentucky, on July 7, 1908; and

WHEREAS, Ms. Arnow passionately pursued a career in writing beginning in the 1930s; and

WHEREAS, Harriette Simpson Arnow's novels, most notably "Hunter's Horn" and "The Dollmaker," established her as a significant American author, became bestsellers, and garnered critical acclaim; and

WHEREAS, her realistic depiction of the people and culture of the Appalachian region helped counter the stereotypical view of the area; and

WHEREAS, Ms. Arnow's writings during the 1940s and 1950s presaged the women's rights movement by portraying women as strong, self-reliant, and capable;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, the Senate concurring therein:

Section 1.   The Citizens' Stamp Advisory Committee of the U.S. Postmaster General is urged to recommend for issuance in 2008, a U.S. Postal Service stamp commemorating the centennial of the birth of Harriette Simpson Arnow and her importance to American literature through her honest and realistic portrayal of women and Appalachian culture.
