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A CONCURRENT RESOLUTION urging the members of the United States Congress to suspend the carry-forward adjustment provision relating to burley tobacco in the Agricultural Risk Protection Act of 2000.

WHEREAS, the 2000 Act limits the allowable carryover of unused tobacco quota to 10% of the national effective quota; and

WHEREAS, it appears that the unused quota will exceed 10%, thereby resulting in many farmers losing potential quota pounds to sell in the 2004 season; and

WHEREAS, the loss of income from those pounds will have a devastating effect on the economic stability of burley tobacco growers; and

WHEREAS, there has already been a drastic decline in tobacco quotas over the past several years, resulting in great hardship on tobacco dependent communities throughout the Commonwealth; and

WHEREAS, there is uncertainty surrounding the continuation of the burley tobacco program;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, the Senate concurring therein:

Section 1.   The Kentucky General Assembly urges the members of the United States Congress to suspend the carry-forward adjustment provision relating to burley tobacco in the Agricultural Risk Protection Act of 2000.

Section 2.   The Clerk of the House of Representatives is directed to transmit a copy of this Resolution to the Kentucky delegation of the United States Congress and the Secretary of the United States Department of Agriculture.
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
