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A JOINT RESOLUTION designating the Lincoln Jamboree as a Kentucky Country Music Landmark.

WHEREAS, on September 11, 1954, Joel Ray Sprowls did commence the operation of the Lincoln Jamboree in Hodgenville, Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, the Lincoln Jamboree has provided quality family entertainment for five decades; and

WHEREAS, the Lincoln Jamboree has offered its stage to hundreds of aspiring artists, many attaining national fame, to hone their talents and skills; and

WHEREAS, the Lincoln Jamboree has been host to hundreds of thousands of patrons from all 50 states and many foreign countries, providing a positive and significant economic impact on Kentucky tourism; and

WHEREAS, the Lincoln Jamboree has become a vital part of the local and regional economy; and

WHEREAS, the General Assembly of the Commonwealth wishes to pay special tribute to one of Kentucky's premier country music entertainment attractions during the year of its 50th anniversary;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   By virtue of its contributions to Kentucky's rich country music heritage, the Lincoln Jamboree is designated as a Kentucky Country Music Landmark.
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
