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A JOINT RESOLUTION naming the "Lloyd Rogers Highway" in Campbell County.

WHEREAS, in constructing the AA Highway, the Transportation Cabinet constructed an access road two-tenths of a mile south of the intersection of Kentucky Route 9 and United States Route 27; and

WHEREAS, this access was constructed to provide access to several local property owners; and

WHEREAS, this access currently does not have a name and the property owners along the road do not have addresses; and

WHEREAS, the officials with the Transportation Cabinet have expressed no opposition to placing a name on the road and feel that such a designation may be of help to emergency personnel in identifying this location; and

WHEREAS, while the naming of this road by a Joint Resolution of the General Assembly will not, in and of itself, provide a road name for postal and 911 purposes, it is the expression of this body that such a designation should be granted by the local government;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Transportation Cabinet shall place signs on the access road off the AA Highway, which begins at Station 278+50 and ends at Station 270+00 that designate the road as the "Lloyd Rogers Highway."
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
